
The City’ Sanitation Division is 

responsible for the collection 

and management of residen-

tial solid waste and recycla-

bles.  

Residential solid waste is col-

lected twice per week by a 

fleet of three fully automated 

side loaders.  

Scheduled routes run 

Monday and Thursday or 

Tuesday and Friday de-

pending on the address.  

It is recommended that 

garbage be placed in bags 

before putting then in the con-

tainer. 

Please place refuse container 

curbside after 7pm on the 

evening before your sched-

uled pick up and remove no 

later then 7pm on your sched-

uled collection day.  

Place your container as close 

to the curb as possible with 

the handle facing away from 

the street.  

Our August Neighbor-
hood Clean-Up was a 
huge success. We     
collected over 140 tons 
of debris! 

We will be doing this 
again in the month of 
January. Please place 
your discarded furniture, 
small appliances as well 
as other household 
items that will not fit into 
your standard garbage 
container curbside on 
your yard waste day.
